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High Speed Two (HS2) is the new high speed railway for Britain. Early
works for HS2 are carried out by LM - a joint venture between Laing
O'Rourke and J. Murphy & Sons.

There will be a temporary lane closure

During 2021, we have been working in your area to prepare the way for
the future HS2 railway route and this work includes vegetation
clearance. To ensure safe access to our worksites we will be operating
temporary traffic management as outlined below.

e Lane closure on the A452 (N) Kenilworth Road Northbound
from Monday 1 November until Thursday 4 November
between 9:30am and 3:30pm (4 days).
