We planned to carry out these works from 7 to 18 April, during Easer 

weekend when the tunnels below were not in use. But, due to technical 

difficulties we now need to postpone these surveys. We will provide an 

update once we have confirmed a new date for these works.  

We still plan to carry out works at track-level during Easter weekend (15 

to 19 April) and May bank-holiday weekend (30 April to 2 May). These 

works include: 

• Surveys and monitoring of structures within the railway cutting 

(from Park Street tunnels to Hampstead Road bridge) during 

day and night shift. 

• Piling beside the tracks in Euston Throat worksite, from 4am to 

10pm.
