What are we doing?

As we continue to progress the Greatworth green tunnel we
will be increasing our working hours.

Extended hours of work, between 6am and 10pm, will be in
place for our tunnel construction area between Thorpe
Mandeville and Greatworth.

Activities will include, installing the tunnel structure and using
concrete produced at our on-site batching plant.

Some additional deliveries to our EKFB compounds will also be
taking place, until approximately 9pm.

For safety reasons, lighting will be in required in the evenings
and there may be some operational noise from vehicles and
other machinery.

We have liaised with the local authority when planning this
work and consent for the extended hours has been granted.

Noise levels during this work will be closely monitored to
ensure they remain within the permitted limits.

When will these works take place?

Our additional working hours will be from 6am to 10pm, from
1 April 2024 to 31 October 2024. Working Monday to Saturday,
with approval for Sunday working if required. This will be
regularly reviewed with the local authority.
