Overnight and weekend noisy working – February 

In January, we informed you of planned overnight works to construct 

the northern roof slab and other support structures for Granby Terrace 

bridge.  

We will work on Saturdays from 8am to 1pm, and from 9pm 

overnight, to Sundays 2pm on the following dates:  

- Saturday 15 to Sunday 16 February 

- Saturday 22 to Sunday 23 February 

We expect the works during the night to be noisy for example, 

hammering to dismantle support structures. These works are essential 

and due to proximity to the live railway, we can only complete them 

when the adjacent rail tracks are not in use at night at night.  

We have rescheduled a portion of our noisier works to Sunday between 

9am and 2pm to reduce noise disturbance as best we can.  

We will minimise noise impacts where practicable and we will 

continually monitor noise levels to confirm we are working within 

the approved limits. We are sorry for the disruption.  

 

We will update you again ahead of our planned March works.  

 

Weekend and extended hours site maintenance 

Our site, offices and equipment require regular planned and unplanned 

maintenance.  

We carry out regular maintenance to our site hoarding once a month 

on a Saturday night. We will carry out this work overnight on 22 to 

23 February. We will temporarily close the northbound lane on 

Hampstead Road and maintain two-way traffic in the southbound lane 

using temporary traffic lights. You may notice brief periods of noise as 

we clean the road and hoarding.
