The work we will be doing

A new high-speed railway station is being built in Solihull. It is located
close to the M42, M6, A45 Coventry Road and A446 Stonebridge
Road/A452 Chester Road near the NEC and Birmingham Business Park.
We have been carrying out a series of activities along the A452 Chester
Road northbound, to ensure the local road network can support traffic
once the new high-speed railway station opens.

As part of our planned snagging works in the area, a section of the A452
